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Introduction

On February 7 and.tz,2o19, the Texas Commission on Environmental Qualrty (TCEQ) Houston Region Office
received fonr complaints(Incident No. 3o2579, No. 3o2577, No. 3oz8r5, and,No. 3oz8rZ) alleging odors coming
from the Blue Ridge Landfill. A complaint investigation was conducted to determine compliance wittt applicable"
regulations. Aerial Map of the area is included in attachment r.

On February to,2oLg, Mr. Christian Eubanks and Mr. Jack Coleman, Environmental Investigators of the TCEe
Houston Region Office Water Section, conducted odor surveys in the area surrounding BRL.

An TCEQ Exit Interview Form was emailed to Mr. Scott Trebus, Area Environmental Manager with Republic
Services on DATE, requesting records from the landfill (Attachment z).

BACKGROUND

A Notice of Enforcement was issued to BRL on Octoberzt, zo16 for failure to prevent nuisance ndor conditions.
On July L2,2oL7, Agreed Order Docket No. eor6-r923-AIR-E was signed by the TCEQ. By letter dated April ro,
zor8, the TCEQ Enforcement Division approved BRL Odor Control Plan, thus requiring SRL to implement all
provisions ofthe plan in accordance with the approved schedule.

GENERAL FACILITY AND PROCESS INFORMATION

BRL is a Type I landfill which is atrthorized to operate by TCEQ Municipal Solid Waste (MSW) Permit No. r5o5A.

The landfill is authorized to dispose of MSW including household solid waste, commercial solid waste,
construction and demolition waste, and yard waste; Class r, Class 2, and Class 3 non-hazardous industrial solid
waltgi and certain special wastes. Tiquid waste will be accepted at the Liquid Waste Bulking Facility for
stabilization and subsequent disposal. BRL may not accept regulated hazardous waste, profiibited 

-

polychlorinated biphenyls, or untreated medical waste.

The waste acceptance horrrs are Mondaythrough Friday, 4:oo a.m. to 5:oo p.m., and Saturdays from 5:3o a.m. to
12:oo p'm. The surrounding land use includes industrial facilities and residential subdivisions.

ODORSURVEYS (OS)
The investigation of the area took place on February 10, 2019. The surrounding land use is a mix of resid.ential,
industrial, and commercial areas. The terrain is flat with sporadic forest. No piecipitation occurred during the
investigation. The primary odor survey activities were conducted in zip codeiZSS+; some portions of the 6dor
survey activities may have also included portions of zip codes 77oSS, 77845, ZZS1B, and 77o47.

Mr. Jack Coleman arrived at the corner of Windward Bay Dr. and Bailey Springs Lane at o258. The investigator
conducted a 6o-minute odor survey (Attachment 4 - Log r). No odors were detected. The investigator left ihe site
at o4oo.

Mr. Jack Coleman arrived at the corner of Golden Creek Lane and Shallow Falls Lane at o4o8. The investigator
conducted a 6o-minute odor suney (Attachment 4 - Logz). No odors were detected. The investigator left-the site
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at o5o8.

Mr. Christian Eubanks arrived at the Corner of Longlake Drive and Mountain Sage Drive at o3oo. The
investigator conducted a 6o-minute odor survey (Attachment 4 -Log3).No odors were detected. The
investigator left the site at o4o3.

Mr. Christian Eubanks arrived at Tarpon Bay Court at o4o8. The investigator conducted a 6o-minute odor suryey
(Attachment 4 - Log4). No odors were detected. The investigator left the site at o4o8.

Mr. Christian Eubanks and Mr. Jack Coleman arrived at the corner of McHard Road andAmy Ridge Road at
0522. The investigators conducted a 6o-minute odor survey (Attachment 4 - LoE 5). No odors were detected. The
investigators left at o6e6.

ADDITIONAL INFORMATION

On February z8,2oLg, Ms. Karina Rocha submitted the requested records to the TCEQ Houston Region Office
(Attachment S). The records included cover logs, flare logs, landfill operating status, odor complaints received,
odor surveys conducted.

A subsequent odor investigation (Investigation No. r55o773) was conducted on March r,2org, to evaluate odor
conditions in the area for complaints received after February 10, 2tl19.

CONCLUSION

According to FIDO protocol, nuisance odor conditions were not confirmed during the investigation conducted on
February 10, 2019. The complaints are closed.
